Mercy Children’s Clinic is a 501 C (3), non-profit pediatric healthcare clinic located in downtown
Franklin, TN. MCC provides primary healthcare and mental health services to children and their
families regardless of the socio-economic status — NO ONE IS TURNED AWAY FOR THEIR
INABILITY TO PAY. Approximately 2/3 of our patient families are totally uninsured or on
TennCare (Medicaid).

Since opening in late November 1999, more than 10,000 children from 32 counties have made
Mercy their medical home. More than 50% of our patients are dealing with chronic illness.

In November of 2008, MCC established our Chronic Care Medical Home. Acting as the “general
contractor” for these kids, a dedicated staff of physicians, nurses, and case workers manage
and coordinate the services and care rendered by Mercy AND up to a dozen or more specialists
for each child.
